If You Are Involved in an Accident

Remain in your vehicle — Put your hazard lights on to indicate that your
car is not moving and stay in the car until emergency personnel have arrived.
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Stop your car — Never leave the scene of an accident in which you or
your car was involved. No matter how slight the collision, if your fail to stop,
you could be convicted of "hit and run" and be subject to criminal prosecution
even if the accident was not your fault. If you are blocking a lane of travel and
your car is still operable, move your vehicle to the side of the road.

Call the police — Call 911 for the police even if there are no injuries.

Get aid for the injured — If anyone is hurt, call 911 and ask for an ambu-
lance. Do not attempt first aid unless you are qualified to give it, as you could
make matters worse instead of better.

a) What Information Is on a Police Auto Accident Report?

If you get into an auto accident and file a claim with your insurance com-
pany, chances are that one of the first things they will ask you is whether or not
a police accident report was made. You may have one or you may not, but if you
can get one, you are probably better off. And if the police do not come to the ac-
cident scene, you will likely be able to visit your local police station or DMV
and fill one out. The key is to make sure that the information on the report is ac-
curate before an inaccuracy becomes a problem and maybe costs you money.

So, just exactly what information is on a police auto accident report?

The Standard Information

The basic information is pretty obvious and should always be part of any
report. Be sure the following info is included and complete:

a) Party and Witness Statements

This is the most important section for you because this is where you get to
tell your side of the story. If the report is being taken by a responding officer, be
sure to read over what he or she writes down for you and confirm its accuracy
on the spot. You may want to review what the other parties and witnesses put
down in their statements if you get the opportunity.

Remember, the need for a police accident report to be complete and accu-
rate is hard to overstate. It's important not just in regard to an insurance claim,
but also as evidence in a civil or criminal court action. If you review a police ac-
cident report and discover an error, let them know immediately. If the error con-
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cerns a factual mistake, such as a misspelled name or incorrect license number,
something that is easily confirmable, you will likely find it simple to correct.
Don't expect to be able to change something that amounts to a conclusion
reached by the report taker, though, even if you believe the conclusion is factu-
ally incorrect.

b) Passengers and Other Witnesses. Here is where you need to check
the information in a police report written by a responding officer to make sure it
i1s complete. In many cases, officers will not take down basic information on
passengers unless they are injured or killed. But passengers are often the best
witnesses to an accident. So, if you are filling out a report at the station or the
DMV, be sure to include all the information you have on passengers. In addi-
tion, be sure the police report has taken the statements of any third-party wit-
nesses. Third-party witnesses are often seen as particularly credible since they
have no apparent connection to the parties and therefore no bias. Gently insist that
the responding officer takes down witness information and statements. If he or
she does not, get the information yourself. It may come in very handy later on.

¢) The Date and Location of the Crash. Details Are Important. The
date should include the day, month and year, of course, but also the specific
time. It doesn't hurt to make note of the day of the week, also. In terms of the lo-
cation, be very specific. Check to make sure everything which applies is includ-
ed: county; town or city; road, street, route and/or intersection; road marker; rail-
road crossing I.D.; and any distinguishing landmarks. The report should also de-
scribe the weather conditions at the time of the accident.

d) Drivers and Vehicles. Be sure that your report has all of the pertinent
information for each driver, including name, address, phone number, driver's li-
cense number and date of birth. Pretty much all of the information that can be
found on a driver's license, which you should ask to take a look at, by the way.
You might want to note if another driver's license indicates a corrective eyewear
requirement, especially if it appears that the other driver was not wearing glasses
at the time of the accident. It is also important that the report includes full in-
formation for each vehicle involved, such as the year, make and model, as well
as the license plate number.

e) The Accident Information

It should be mentioned here that the vast majority of police accident re-
ports are done on a printed form with spaces for specific information and, in
many cases, check-the-box sections to cover every possible tiny detail of what
happened. It will also provide a space for the officer to write in any additional
details that he or she deems important. If you are the one filling out the form at
the police station or DMV, be sure to describe the accident in as much detail as
the form allows, and then some.

f) A Report Will Not Be Filed for Accidents on Private Property

The police would not properly be able to serve and protect if they were
called out to every fender bender in a parking lot or driveway. If your vehicle is
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damaged in the Walmart parking lot, the police will not come out to file a police
report. You will need to take down the information yourself. The information
required for filing a car insurance claim which occurred on private property is
very similar to the information usually included on a police report.

Types of Criminal Offenses

Although there are many different kinds of crimes, criminal acts can gen-
erally be divided into four primary categories: personal crimes, property crimes,
inchoate crimes, statutory crimes, and financial crimes.

Personal Crimes

Personal crimes are those that result in physical or mental harm to another
person. They can be divided into two main categories, forms of homicide and
other violent crimes. Where the physical harm to another individual is so severe
that it causes death, a defendant may be charged with any one of several types of
homicide, including, for example, first-degree murder, voluntary manslaughter,
or vehicular homicide. Conversely violent crimes, which are also very severe,
include: assault and battery, arson, child abuse, domestic abuse, kidnapping,
rape and statutory rape.

Property Crimes

Property crimes typically involve interference with the property of anoth-
er. Although they may involve physical or mental harm to another, they primari-
ly result in the deprivation of the use or enjoyment of property. Many property
crimes are theft crimes, including burglary, larceny, robbery, auto theft, and
shoplifting.

Inchoate Crimes

Inchoate crimes refer to those crimes that were initiated but not complet-
ed, and acts that assist in the commission of another crime. Inchoate crimes re-
quire more than a person simply intending or hoping to commit a crime. Rather,
the individual must take a “substantial step” towards the completion of the crime
in order to be found guilty. Inchoate crimes include aiding and abetting, attempt,
and conspiracy. In some cases, inchoate crimes can be punished to the same de-
gree that the underlying crime would be punished, while in other cases, the pun-
ishment might be less severe.

Statutory Crimes

Statutory crimes include those crimes, in addition to the crimes discussed
above, which are proscribed by statute. Three significant types of statutory
crimes are alcohol related crimes, drug crimes, traffic offenses, and finan-
cial/white collar crimes. These crimes are specifically prohibited by statute be-
cause society hopes to deter individuals from engaging in them. Alcohol-related
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crimes include a variety of offenses regarding how and where alcohol can be
consumed, such as:

Driving Under the Influence (DUI/OWI/DWI)

Open Container Violations

Minor in Possession of Alcohol

Public Intoxication

Underage DUI

Boating DUI

Selling and Supplying Alcohol to Minors

Refusing to Perform a Field Sobriety Test

Refusing to Perform a Breathalyzer or Provide a Blood Sample

Drug crimes concern any involvement in the creation or distribution of
drugs, including drug possession, drug manufacturing, and drug trafficking. One
area of criminal law that is currently receiving a great deal of attention is the
regulation and prosecution of drug crimes related to medical marijuana. Due to
state trends toward the legalization of medical marijuana, this is an area of crim-
inal law that is in flux.

Traffic offenses include crimes that may arise while an individual is driv-
ing a vehicle on public roadways. Because a DUI/OWI/DWI involves both alco-
hol and the use of a vehicle, it is considered both an alcohol related crime and a
traffic offense. Additional traffic offenses include driving on a suspended or re-
voked license, driving without a license, hit-and-run accidents, reckless driving,
and vehicular assault. Where a traffic offense results in death, it can be charged
as a far more serious crime, such as a form of homicide.

Financial and Other Crimes

Finally, financial crimes often involve deception or fraud for financial
gain. Although white-collar crimes derive their name from the corporate officers
who historically perpetrated them, anyone in any industry can commit a white-
collar crime. These crimes include many types of fraud and blackmail, embez-
zlement and money laundering, tax evasion, and cybercrime.
