The dream of the most teen-ages all over the world has always been to become a hero. That is why they choose such professions as a lawyer, a policeman, a fireman, a serviceman, a rescuer etc.

Meet Almaz Galeyev. He is 20 years old. After the final examinations at school Anton decided to enter the Kazan Law Institute. His choice was not casual. The father of Almaz works in Militia. He is a major. His mother is a militia officer on problems of juvenile delinquency. As a child, Almaz listened to his parents discussing professional matters. Little by little, he got interested in the subject and began thinking of law as his prospective occupation.
His ambition to enter the Kazan Law Institute was a difficult task. He had to take four entrance examinations: in History, in Physical training and written exams in Russian and Society. Almaz passed his exams with good and excellent marks and became a first-year student

The Institute is located far from the center of the city. Almaz gets to the Institute by tram and by bus. It takes him about an hour. But Almaz doesn’t pay for his passage. He wears the uniform of junior lieutenant. There are a number of ranks in the Institute. There are three departments at the Institute: the day department, the correspondance department and the extra-budgetory department.

You can find twelve departments in the Kazan Law Institute. They are the department of philosophy, history and economic theory; the department of policy, sociology, psychology; the department of state law subjects; the department of civil law subjects; the department of a criminal law; the department of the criminal procedure; the department of criminology and the criminal executive law; the department of criminalistics and infomatics; the department of operative detective activity; the department of administrative law and administrative action; the department of tactic special and physical training; the department of linguistics and foreign languages.

Almaz’s group is not very big. There are 26 students in it. Some of them are Kazaners and others are from different parts of our republic and our country. Every morning they form on the drill ground for roll-call. Then the students have lectures, seminars, labs on subjects and a class of self-training included into curriculum. It offers to get profound knowledge of such sciences as Administrative Law, Criminal Law, Criminalistics, History, Logic, Criminal Procedure, Operative detective activity, Philosophy and many others. At the self-training classes students prepare home assignments or work in the library. Attendance of all classes is obligatory. From one till two o’clock in the afternoon they have dinner in the Institute dining-hall. Every day some students are on duty in the kitchen. The chief officers of courses supervise the discipline of the students, their outward appearance and drill. On the terriroty of the Institute the students are supposed to march. In the evening after the formation on the drill the students return home. Some of them stay on duty detail, others on the night-watch.

At the end of each term the students have to take tests on practical work and only then they are admitted to examinations on theory and receive the students’ books. The results of examinations are recorded in the examination card.

There are numerous research societies, sport clubs, amateur talent groups at the Institute. These scientific, sports, artistic and social activities help the students become all-round and well developed persons.

The instruction at the Institute gives the students good sport and military training. The future law enforcement men take part in sport competitions of the republic and the city levels, study the science of fingerprinting, crime scene searches, interviews, firearms and self-defence.

In Almaz’s opinion, choosing a career is not only a matter of future prestige and wealth. For him, choosing a job should be interesting and socially important. That is the reason why Almaz has chosen the profession of a militiaman, which gives  plenty of opportunities to help people in trouble and fight against the crime.

Анемари Фишер, студентка из Баварии, хочет стать журналистом. Еще со школы она мечтала побывать в России. И вот её мечта сбывается. Прочитайте её впечатления о студенческой жизни в России.

 The chance to study Russian was a bit unexpected because at that time in Bavaria most people started with English or French or Latin as a base language. In the first lessons I had only learned the alphabet but I already knew what I wanted, to study Russian and become a journalist. Maybe I wasn’t very informed about it but I just wanted to travel somewhere new and come in contact with a different culture and a different way of living in which case there couldn’t have been a better choice than Russia.

I entered Leipsig University and after some time the chance came up to actually come to Russia. So one fine day I announced to my mother that I was going to study in Russia. My mother said “How can that be, there’s mafia and criminals and you want to go there?” But at last my parents understood and didn’t try to talk me out of it. 

After that I started to make all the preparations for study in Russia. To be honest I never expected it would be so complicated. I had to have letters of recommendation from 2 different professors, official documents testifying to my knowledge of Russian, I had to take part in special talks and formulate a plan of study and finally find a professor to be my advisor. In principal there are plenty of chances to study in Russia but it’s not as easy as it seems. 

Russian and German systems of education differ wildly. For example, we have a notebook, which contains all the relevant information about courses times and professors. However Russian students simply post a huge notice on the walls known as “The List” of all the courses.  The first time I saw it I didn’t have a clue what any of it meant. This notice might tell you “where” it might tell you “when” it might tell you “who” and it might tell you “what” but it’ll never tell you all of it at the same time. Think what you like but you won’t understand it.

In Russia in general the students are supposed to get lectures, write everything the professor say and then regurgitate it on command. In Germany it’s completely the opposite. The students often give their own reports and contribute to information discussed in seminars. I like it better that way because I’m really not that interested in someone else’s opinion on a subject. Because of this way of teaching I think Russian students know quite a lot but often don’t understand their own knowledge.

Russian students practically have no holidays. Whenever there is a holiday or even on weekends they are studying. Quite a few of them also work and I think because of this there isn’t so much student life as in Germany. Most Universities in Germany have a student’s cafe where the food is cheap and students can meet but in Russia with the exception of MGU there really aren’t any places like that. And then the dorms are practically bare! No washing machines, no refrigerators and not even a phone usually!

Life in Russia is more difficult but also more interesting. In Germany things are simpler but boring. I’m only here for a year and in September I’m going home but I know I’ll be back. I really want to become a foreign correspondent for a German newspaper.

·        Student years are a remarkable time in the life of every young man and woman. The Academy Rector's Office must try to make memorable for the students the years they spend within. Academy walls, and not only the time of intensive studies but also the period in which they formed a happy and close-knit student fraternity. Much importance is attached to the pursuit of activities traditional for students, to creation of conditions propitious to cultural and educational work, physical culture and creative pastimes. The student festivals for amateur art activities, called “Student spring”, the tradition of holding the Student Day, "Tatianin Den'" (i.e. the Day of St. Tatiana believed to be the celestial patron of students) must be revived in Higher Schools. The students can apply their creative forces in amateur performances, the theatre-studio, the KVN team (the Club of the Cheerful and Resourceful), take part in activities of the University mass media - the technical telecenter, radio.
·        In many prestigious educational establishments abroad associations of students exist, they help the students to protect their rights, to take active part in organisation of educational process and of leisure time and activities. Such students associations serve a sort of communication link between the students and their university authorities. In our country the practice has proved that not all students are aware of and can realize their rights, to say nothing about applicants, who are just going to open the University doors and enter its community being real students. That is why in the nearest future a Centre of Legal Support for students is going to be established in our Universities all over the country, where every Union member can get appropriate aid about legal problems. It is known that the students, in accordance with educational plans, may choose optional subjects they are interested in. So one of the Unions objectives is to survey the students' interests with the purpose of organization of correspondent optional courses.

·        No doubt that many students have financial problems nowadays. Their scholarship is far from being enough to provide at least minimal living standards. Therefore, many of us have to work. Some Univercities, basing on its direct contacts with business companies, banks and municipal authorities can offer the students its help to improve their financial positions. It is quite natural that we, the students, would like to have nice and interesting leisure.

·        Students have quite various interests. Some young people are interested in computers, others are keen in foreign languages, and the third prefer just to listen to music. If we would like to found clubs or associations of our confederates, the authorities can help us.

·        And sports have always been attractive for students, and we here are not an exception. We need favourable conditions to keep fit or improve our sports skills. The University trade-union can give additional opportunities and privileges for using academic swimming pool, gymnasiums, or going in for shaping or body-building.

·        The student interests are not concerned with only internal problems of the University. The young people want to establish contacts with international and home youth organizations, to participate in symposiums, forums and conferences, to establish and to develope contacts with relative home and foreign colleges and universities, to have practice in the foreign countries.

· You are welcome, - скажут Вам, что означает «пожалуйста».

· Thank you a lot! – говорит Мик Джону за подсказку на экзамене.

· Sure. – Пожалуйста, - кивает в ответ Джон.

При прощании вместо good bye в разговорной речи произносят его окончание bye – «пока», вместо see you later – «увидимся позже», произносят see yah – «увидимся».

· I got him. I got Black Jack. – Я пристрелил, прикончил Черного Джека.

· I got you, - улыбается преподаватель, обнаружив студента, который уснул на лекции. – «Вот ты и попался, вот я тебя и застукал, накрыл, голубчик».

· I love you, Jane. I love you since the first day I got you. – Я люблю тебя, Джейн. Я люблю тебя с первого дня, когда обрел тебя.

To get активно используется и в значении «наступление, приближение».

· Come on, Billy. It’s getting too dark. – Пойдем, Билли. Становится слишком темно!

· I can’t see nobody over there. Too dark. I need to get closer. – Никого там не вижу. Слишком темно. Мне нужно подойти поближе.

· It’s getting better – становится лучше (о погоде и обо всем другом).

To get означает также «заставить, добиться, устроить». To get somebody to do something – «заставить кого-то сделать что-то».

Миссис Вандербилт говорит мужу, что они больше никогда не смогут заставить Джонни прибираться в своей комнате:

· He got the government to declare it a wildness area. – Он вынудил правительство объявить его комнату заповедной зоной.


Wanna является сокращенной формой глагола to want – «хотеть».

Gonna успешно заменяет глагол going to – «собираться» и модальный глагол will, обозначающий простое будущее время.

От устаревшей громоздкой формы глагола have got to – «должен» постепенно отлетел have, а to присоеденилось к got, что все вместе переросло в gotta, которое используется в значении «обязан, должен».

Вернувшись домой из командировки, муж  увидел жену, которая начала собирать чемоданы:

· Wha’d you wanna say by that, Sara? – Что ты хочешь сказать этим, Сара? – делает вид, что ничего не понимает, Джорж. – Wha’ you’re gonna do? – Что ты собираешься делать?

When we talk of education, we almost always mean “going to school”. But education is much, much more than that. Thomas Edison, for example, went to school for only three months, but he educated himself for all the 84 years of his life.

Thomas Alva Edison was born in 1847. His parents sent him to a small private school, but the teachers there thought he was a little mixed up in the head. After three months they sent him home with a note that said he would never make a very good student. Tom’s mother went back to the school and told them her son was a bright boy and she would teach him herself. She was right on both counts.

Tom learned to read quickly, and reading gave him both information and inspiration. He read books on literature, history, math and science, and it was one of these books that helped shape his early life. A science book by R.C. Parker was a guide and inspitation, because it not only told him about the wonders of science, it showed him how experiment should be done. Tom set up a laboratory in the basement of the family home where he carefully conducted each of the experiments discussed in the book, just to see if they were right.

Reading and experimenting were two of the habits which would help to make him famous for all time. The other habits were perseverance and hard work.

Tom started earning money when he was ten or eleven years old. Before the age of fourteen he had a job selling magazines, newspapers, fruit and candy to the passengers on the Grand Trunk Railroad train.

His work on the train did not interrupt his experiments, because the baggage master let him set up a small laboratory in one corner of the baggage cars. When the train was moving from town to town, if Tom wasn’t selling to the passengers he was busy experimenting with his chemicals, batteries, wires, and home-made gadgets.

During this short period, from the time Tom Edison was twelve until he was about seventeen, he started up his newspaper and learned to be a telegraph operator. When he was seventeen he produced his first practical invention, a repeating telegraph.

Still in his twenties, he earned over $40,000 for some of his early patent rights, and with that money opened his first laboratory and workshop where inventing became his business.

Thomas A. Edison lived to be 84 years old. In his lifetime, he produced over a thousand inventions: stock tickers, phonograph, electric lamp. Yet he had only three months of formal schooling. But Edison knew that education was a life-long process. He read almost every thing he could find. He thought and he experimented. He believed in himself and he worked long and hard at his many jobs. He changed our world and our lives forever.

STUDENTS  IN CHINA
The Chinese students studying Russian have written two letters to Russia with the request to tell how the Russian students live and study. They have received some letters from Kazan and Ekaterinburg. They send the letter with answers of the Chinese students to their own questions. We think it will help you to present better a modern student's life in China.

1. Do you think to listen to lectures at University is more important, than to learn independently?

- In books is shown everything, that is interests us, but very often we don’t understand all. Therefore it is necessary to attend lectures.
- I think that both of them are important. If before lecture you are engaged independently, it is possible to understand the lecture better, but only by studiyng independently is difficult to understand all.

- I suppose that listening to lectures is also the work. But studying independently is more important than listening to lectures, because there is no enough time for lectures at university. Sometimes we have a lot of free time. It is necessary to learn  independently much at this time.

2. Is your knowledge closely connected with a life?

- I study Physics in the field of using electronic devices. It is closely connected with our life. Therefore we should go to the factories for practice where we study on a third year. Then we’ll understand the theoretical knowledge better. 

 - My speciality is Biology. As it is known it has a close connection with Chemistry, Medicine, etc. But it is necessary to get into the depth of knowledge of all of them. 

- I study Literature and the Chinese language. I consider it is not important in my life.

 - We receive many theoretical knowledge, but not enough practice lessons.

- I get chemical education. After all everything in the world is chemical, except our thoughts. Some phenomena of Chemistry is often spoken.
 - My speciality a cinema and it is connected with a life.

3. Do you study for getting a better job in future?

- It is difficult to answer this question; everyone has a right to its own opinion. I study and that it is better to give all efforts to the Native land and the people, besause I love them.
- At first I work for money, for a better life. Then I’ll be engaged in my favourite work. I’ll work for the health of people.

- I study for the better work  and to be useful for the Native land and the people.

 - I have chosen my speciality of a sociologist in order to put to a society correct thoughts on different problems.

 - The majority of young people study to find a good work in future and have much money and a house.

4. How many percent of schoolboys can enter the University?

- It is difficult to answer, about 50 percent. Usually who has finished high school succesfully will enter the University. 

- Precisely I do not know but approximately 70 percent. 

 - In different cities are different percent. For example, in our city approximately 90 percent.

5. What is the term of studies?

- As a rule, it is necessary to study four years. Some students who has medical specialities, study for five years. 

6 How can you choose a trade after University? 

- We choose a trade on a speciality and an interest. But if it is paid well, of course.

 - I consider, that all would like the pleasant and well paid job.

- For us it is difficult to find a job on a speciality that’s why more of us are engaged in postgraduate study.

- Sometimes according to the interest and opinion of parents, but also it is necessary to observe the development of a society.

- First devotion, then money.

7. Whether is it possible to receive two diplomas simultaneously?

- Certainly it is possible, if you have a will and a time. I too wish to do so. I want to study Economics.

- It is possible, but you have to pay for the extra education.
- At present many people want to have two or more diplomas.
8. Do the students learn Russian at the Chinese University?

- Some learn, but many students learn English.

- At our Institute only I study Russian.

- In China a few persons learn Russian.

- Russian is our speciality. There are 24 students in our course. 

- I consider, that it is necessary to study the Chinese language at Russian Universities too.

9. What teachers do you like: who is interesting as a person or who has an extensive knowledge?

- I consider, that the teacher who has an extensive knowledge, it is better than an interesting one. Certainly, it’s out of the question that the teacher who is interesting as a person and also has an extensive knowledge is the finest person. The students are receiving knowledge from such a teacher, really are very lucky and happy.
- I consider, that an extensive knowledge is the most important. But if two are in one, it is certainly better.

- I like the teachers who has an extensive knowledge, a feeling of responsibility, scientific manners and a sense of humour, of course.

10. I wish to know, how do you prepare for examination? 

- Everyone does in its own way, for example, I study and read attentively only for two months prior the beginning of examinations. Of course, sometimes I do cribs. That helps me to pass examinations successfully.

- We all have many methods. Personally when I prepare for the examinatios, I’m not too busy all the time. because I always read much and I try to understand everything during the semestre.

- I learn about for a week on days and at nights at home. And we work in groups too. We read, make copies, but we don’t do any cribs.
- Personally I learn a subject during a semestre. For an examination I only repeat the task attentively.

11. Is it easy to pass examinations at your University?

- Not so difficult, but it is necessary to be engaged independently and prepare much.

- It is difficult. When there is an examination, we can receive a bad mark.

- It depends on the work. I always study well and I get only very good marks.

12. How many percent of students do pass examinations from the first time?

- In my group about 95 % .

- The majority of students wish to pass oral examination. Our university does not have oral examinations. We should pass written examinations. Usually 80 % of students pass examination. 
   13. What examinations do post-graduate students  pass in China?

   - In our country the post-graduate students pass: philosophy, a foreign language, mathematics and a specialisation subject.

     14. Can you work, when you study?

- Certainly it is possible. I consider, that it is good.

- It is possible, it is good to receive money and an experience.

- It is possible, but I do not work

- Certainly, I worked as a teacher.

- It is possible, for example, I work in a cafe.

15. Who gives you money when you study?

- Now basically my parents because I don’t work yet.

- Basically parents, but I also received the grant.

- My elder sisters (I have two elder sisters), besides, I have a grant.

16. How much money do the students spend every year?

- I pay 700 dollars a year.

- In total it’s almost 900 dollars a year .

- About two thousand dollars.

- Every year I spend 250 dollars on books.

17. How do the Chinese students spend  their vacations?.
- Some visit their relatives, some travel, some go on practice.

- Someone goes to the mountains, someone goes to the sea. For example, I like to sit at home and to hang on in the internet. 

- I live in a village, where I like fishing in the river or going to the mountains. There are many beautiful places in China.

18. What do you usually do at your leisure time?

- At leisure I walk or I play the piano and I go in for sports.

- At leisure time I play table tennis, I sing, I dance, I draw etc.

- At leisure I go in for sports, I walk with friends I read books and magazines, I watch TV.

19. What clubs do you like?

- I visit clubs very seldom.

- I like dancing clubs, amateur theatres and sports clubs.

20. I watched some Russian films. I wish to learn, what kind of a film is interesting to you?
- I love historical films. The Chinese films are often sensitive.

- I like love melodramas and historical films.

21. How do you create friendship between young men and between the young man and the girl at the University?

- Usually there is a friendship, as the brother and sister, instead of love. Likely, a character and interests help us to create friendship.

-  I consider, that the most close friends were at school. At university there are general interests and identical specialities. So the friendship between students is created. As to friendship between the young man and the girl, it is difficult for me to answer. Personally I consider, that the first meeting, the first impression are very important.
-    In the evening I will go for a walk with my girl friend.

22. What person do you choose the friend you love? 

- I love kindness, fidelity and a sense of humour.

- When someone wishes to create a friendship with me, I cheerfully take his hand.

- If in the person kindness shines as the Sun which brings to the earth the warm. I love such persons.

- It is important, that we with the friend have the general interests. We together will feel pleasure and happiness.

23. What do you think of  the love at the University?

- I don’t against the love at University. Students are already adult, they have the right to love. The most important, that it is impossible to put love as the main theme of a University life. It is better, if it’s not affected  the study.

- I don’t against the love. It is fine, from love and care about each other, study each other.

- I do not like to think of love at University. All students need to be engaged in theoretical knowledge attentively.

- It is necessary to concern love correctly. While young, it is necessary to try to study, instead of to follow love and to fail in study.

- I do not know

- As for me it is a lot of friends, but I’m not actively search for the girlfriend.

- I think of this question very seldom. It seems to me, in the prime of life it is necessary to try and work, all it underlies the fine future.

- Last years, apparently, people pay attention to the life and position round themselves more, it is less on the big events, the concerning countries and societies. For example, who that only wishes to gain money, therefore sells a false medicine. Students take a great interest in the computer, at and do not know such things.

- I think, whether work of these people can promote society development? I answer: no. As the students living in a new century, it is necessary to try to develop the abilities, instead of always to care of personal mood and feelings, especially for the young man. Nothing can prevent to go to us forward, neither weather, nor mood.
