The Siberian Law Institute of the MIA of Russia is a modern training
and scientific center carrying out its educational activity aimed at training
highly qualified officers for law enforcement bodies.

The term of training for those who study on the program for getting sec-
ondary vocational education is three years.

There are many lecturers — Candidates of Sciences, Doctors of Law,
law enforcement experts of great practical experience — who give lectures,
conduct practical instructions and do their best to give our trainees profes-
sional specialization and provide them with general and cultural education.

There are specially equipped classrooms, laboratories, lecture-halls,
gymnasiums, libraries which are effective for proper training.

In order to become a law enforcement expert of high professional
standards our cadets and trainees get knowledge of general subjects (Philoso-
phy, Logics, English, Russian) and such sciences as Criminal Law, Adminis-
trative Law, Civil Law, Operational Search Activity, Criminalistics, and Ad-
ministrative Activity, Criminal Procedure and many others. Moreover, they

Police officers work to prevent, reduce and investigate crime. Their role
is to uphold the law, maintain order and make communities safer.

Police tasks are:

— to patrol on foot or by car

— to respond to calls for help from the public

- to deal with traffic accidents, assaults and other emergencies

— to arrest suspects

Offlcers may patrol alone or with colleagues. They work closely with
the other emergency services.

Some officers are assigned to traffic control duties. Some forces have
river patrols, underwater search teams and officers who patrol on horseback.

Most officers work shifts, totaling around 40 hours a week. Shifts in-
clude early, late and night work, and some weekends and public holidays.
Part-time work may be possible. Though based at police stations, officers
spend much of their time on patrol in the community. They may visit almost
any location and work outdoors in all types of weather.

Police officers must be:

- good communicators - physically and mentally robust
- alert, observant and accurate - good at working in a team

- honest - tolerant

- persistent - able to observe confidentiality

- confident and cool under pressure

WHAT IS A CRIME?

Crime is a term that refers to misconduct forbidden by law. Murder —
also called homicide — is a crime in all countries. Other crimes include: steal-
ing a car, resisting arrest, possessing or selling illegal drugs, appearing nude
on a public street, driving while under the influence of alcohol, and robbing a
bank.

The list of acts considered crimes is constantly changing. Today, it is
becoming a serious crime to pollute the air and water. Pollution caused few
problems and received little attention in preindustrial times.

From a legal standpoint, a crime is a violation of the criminal law. Such
law deals with actions considered harmful to society. On the other hand, most
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harmful acts causing injury to another person are violations of the civil law.
Some overlapping occurs in this classification. For example, murder and rape
are committed against individuals, but the law considers them crimes because
they threaten society. For this reason, a crime is regarded as an offence
against the state.

An act is viewed as a crime if enough evidence exists to make a police
officer, a prosecutor, or a judge believe that a violation of criminal law has
taken place.

Crimes may be classified in various ways. For statistical purposes,
many governments divide crimes into offences against people, against proper-
ty, and against public order or public morality. Some scientists classify crimes
according to the motives of the offenders. Other important kinds of crime in-
clude organized crime and white-collar crime.

Crimes against people include assault, kidnapping, murder, and sexual
attacks. Such crimes usually bring severe punishment. Crimes against proper-
ty include arson, burglary, embezzlement, forgery, fraud, theft, and vandal-
ism. In most cases, these crimes carry lighter penalties than do crimes against
people.

Crimes against public order or morality include disorderly conduct, il-
legal gambling, prostitution, public drunkenness, and vagrancy.

Organized crime consists of large-scale activities by groups of gang-
sters or racketeers. Its activity includes gambling, prostitution, the illegal sale
of drugs, and loan-sharking.

White-collar crime includes criminal acts committed by business and
professional people, such as cheating in the payment of taxes, petty theft by
employees, stock market swindling.

PUBLIC ORDER

Public order is a condition characterized by the absence of widespread
criminal and political violence, such as kidnapping, murder, riots and ar-
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son. Under this condition, such activity is reduced to an acceptable minimum,
perpetrators are pursued, arrested, and detained, and the population is able
to move freely about the country without fear of undue violence. Without
public order, people will never build confidence in the public security system.

Public order is the responsibility of police or other policing agencies,
courts, prosecution services, and prisons — all of which make up the criminal
justice system.

Law enforcement — the capacity to apprehend and arrest suspected
criminals — is vital for security.

Key law enforcement functions include the following:

— Street patrols

- Arrests and detention

- Criminal intelligence and surveillance

- Criminal investigations and evidence collection

- Crowd and riot control

- Public dispute resolution

- Protection of critical infrastructure

- Border security

— High-risk arrest capacity for political violence and extremism.

PUBLIC ORDER MAINTENANCE

The most part of police activities deals with maintenance of public or-
der and security. The police have a responsibility to prevent antisocial behav-
ior that can threaten peace and life of the community or cause any harm to an
individual or to the environment,

There is a wide range of human troubles and anti-social behavior the
police officer should deal with while on duty. The major problems may in-
clude crime prevention and disturbances of the peace, smoking in public plac-
es, spraying graffiti on walls, vandalizing property, littering and dumping
rubbish, making noise, street drinking, abandoned vehicles.

Police must provide a visible uniformed presence on the streets and
spend a lot of time patrolling the beat and looking for the suspicious persons
or those who break the law in the area. Patrolling may be done on foot, on a
motorcycle, or in a radio cruiser or sometimes on horseback.
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Patrol officers are to respond to emergency calls, provide citizens and
foreigners with advice and guidance, arbitrate between disputants, settle do-
mestic disputes, intervene in illegal activities, warn and fine law-breakers for
minor offences. Police perform day and night patrol service struggling against
alcoholism and drug trafficking.

A police officer may also have special duties within a particular field.
They must look after the security of airports, railway stations, department
stores and other public places. At major public, sport, political or other cere-
monial events, the police must take care of security arrangements, stop noisy
and threatening conduct and prevent carrying dangerous items which are not
permitted in public places. The police are called in to keep the peace during
the political demonstrations, parades and to manage riots.

There is a lot of modern equipment and technologies for assistance to
police. Some of the tools that a policeman carries are a gun, a baton, a radio, a
Taser, handcuffs and a pepper spray. They use computers to manage a data-
base of vehicles, citizens, offenders and the criminals who possess a threat to
the city.

Actually a police officer works on the frontline of crime prevention
twenty four hours a day. The officers usually take their instructions from a ra-
dio dispatcher. They must make quick decisions while on duty, be tactful and
patient with people who are in danger or those who violate the peace. Police
rely on communities’ support and cooperation to provide effective services.

CRIME PREVENTION

Crime prevention is any activity, public or private, that reduces crimi-
nal behavior. To be effective, programmes and policies must be based on
sound, scientific principles that reflect the recognition that crime is prevented
in many ways using both social services and technology.

Crime prevention, for example, may include substance abuse treatment,
mentoring, gang intervention, tutoring, conflict resolution, developing self-
sufficiency skills, counselling, job training assistance, support services and
parental and family services.

Crime prevention includes strategies to reduce crime, such as creating
partnerships and solving efforts tailored to eliminate a specific problem.

Crime prevention also includes «target hardening» — actions to make
buildings and streets safer, including the use of video cameras, fences, barri-
ers and other environmental designs.

CRIME PREVENTION TIPS

Crime prevention is the paramount police role. The police have natu-
rally assumed responsibility for dispensing basic crime prevention advice. Po-
lice forces have specialist «crime prevention officers», part of either investi-
gation or community relations departments. Crime Prevention Officers react
to requests for help and advice from businesses and members of the public.
They have a proactive role and are encouraged to get people involved in
schemes to protect their property. Perhaps the most well-known initiative is
Neighbourhood Watch. Neighbourhood Watch schemes aim to identify crime
as a community problem and to promote joint action to solve it.

When you re away from home

Eight out of ten burglaries occur when a house or flat is empty. So
don’t advertise your absence when you’re on holiday, or even out at work or
shopping. Instead, fit time switches — available from DIY shops — to turn your
lights on after dark. Don’t leave valuable items such as a TV or video visible
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through the window. During the day, keep the items out of sight; at night,
draw the curtains. Ask a friend or neighbour to keep an eye on the house
while you’re away on holiday — to collect mail left in the letterbox, sweep up
leaves, even mow the lawn and generally make the house look lived in.
Thieves look for portable, high-value, easy saleable goods. One excellent way
to protect items is to mark them with an indelible identification showing your
postcode, the number of your house or flat or the first two letters of its name.
Put a sticker — available from police stations — in a front window to tell
thieves that your property is marked. The sticker will make them think twice.
The marking makes it harder for the thief to sell your property to a dealer, and
easier for the police to return the property to you if it is found. Keep a list too
of the serial numbers of your television, video and hi-fi equipment. The num-
bers will be useful if you need to make an insurance claim.

The 10 Principles of Crime Prevention are:
1. Target Hardening

Making your property harder for an offender to access.
Upgrading the locks on your doors, windows, sheds and outbuildings
- Fitting sash jammers to vulnerable doors and windows
- Using secure passwords to prevent criminals hacking your online ac-
counts

2. Target Removal
Ensuring that a potential target is out of view.

— Not leaving items on view through your windows — i.e. laptops, phones,
keys, bags

— Putting your vehicle in the garage if you have one and not leaving valu-
ables on display

— Being cautious about what you post online as it may be used to identify
or locate you offline
