Men of arms have used
some form of the military salute
as an exchange of greeting since
the earliest times. In the age
of chivalry when two friendly
knights met, it was the custom
for each to expose his face. This
was always done with the right
hand, the left being used to
hold the reins. It was significant
gesture of friendship.

Also, in ancient times when
two freemen (soldiers) met, each would raise his right hand to show that he
held no weapons.

In the Middle Ages, upon meeting a friend gentlemen raise their right
arms. The military salute is given in the same manner. The knightly gesture,
of raising the hand to the visor came to be recognized as the proper greeting
between soldiers, and was continued even after modern firearms had made
steel body armor a thing of the past.

The military salute is a unique form of greeting between military
professionals.

1. You Lose Your Passport.

Preventive measures. In some countries you must carry your
passport with you at all times. But if you don’t need to have your passport,
leave it in the hotel safe. Make copies of your passport and leave a copy to
anyone who can fax it to you if necessary.

What to do if it happens. If you lose your passport you need to
apply to your nearest embassy or consulate.

2. You Get Robbed.

Preventive measures. Be aware of your personal safety at all times.
Don’t put all your resources (like money, credit cards, and other important
items) in one place (i. e. bag).

What to do if it happens. First, report the incident at once to the
local authorities. Then, cancel your credit cards. Finally, begin processing
replacements of your cards, by having your vital documents faxed to you.

3. You Get Lost And Don’t Speak The Language.

Preventive measures. Take down the hotel’s name or get its card
so that locals can help you find your way back if you get lost. Take a few
short walks around your hotel to learn the area. It is recommended to use a
guidebook and learn few helpful phrases.

What to do if it happens. First, don’t panic. Then, look for a tourist
information center or a police officer or other public official who can help.
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4. You Get Sick.

Preventive measures. Never travel without traveler’s insurance.
Make sure the insurance covers evacuation (getting you to the nearest
appropriate hospital) and repatriation (getting you home) and allows for
a cash wire service. Payment can be sent online (as some hospitals won’t
discharge you without cash payment.)

What to do if it happens. Ask your hotel or your embassy for a
recommendation. Get an idea of the costs and be prepared by calling your
family back home to make sure that someone could send you money if
needed.

5. You Miss Your Flight.

Preventive measures. First, buy a traveler’s insurance policy that
covers a missed flight. Second, book a ticket with flexible options. It will
allow you to reschedule according to the terms and conditions of the ticket.

What to do if it happens. If you didn’t have insurance, you’ll
need to buy a new ticket. Make sure you have the cash or credit to do so.
Sometimes, using your contacts with the airline and pleading your case can
also work.

Emergency services are organizations that deal with various types of
emergency, in order to ensure public safety. The organizations may exist for
the sole purpose of dealing with emergencies or may deal with accidental
emergencies as they arise as part of their normal duties. Many of these
organizations will also be involved with community work to help avoid or
detect the emergencies which they are engaged to deal with.

There are three services which are almost universally acknowledged as
being core to the provision of emergency care to the population. They would
generally be summoned on a dedicated Emergency telephone number,
reserved for critical emergency calls. They are:

Fire service — providing firefighters to deal with fire and rescue
operations.

Police — providing community safety and acting to reduce crime against
persons and property.

Emergency medical service (EMC) — providing ambulances and staff to
deal with medical emergencies.

In most areas, the emergency number is intended to be used only in an
emergency. Hoax or prank calls waste the time and can endanger lives. False
reports of emergencies are often prosecuted as crimes.

The telephone number 112 is the international emergency telephone
number for GSM mobile phone networks. In all European Union countries
it is also the emergency telephone number for both mobile and fixed-line
telephones.

In the Russian Federation all emergency numbers can be called free of
charge from landlines, public telephones and mobile telephones. English
is not usually spoken by these services, so the help of a Russian speaker
may be required. Since 2012, Russia has a single number for emergency for
all services — 112. Important Phone Numbers are: Fire department 101,
Police 102, Ambulance 103, Emergency Gas Service 104, Anti-terror 105.

ASSESSING THE SITUATION / OHEHU CUTYALINIO

1. Don’t panic! You will be able to assess the situation more affectively.
Remember, psychological support is also important.

2. Remember the ABC’s of Life Support:

Airway open — Open and maintain victim’s airway.

Breathing restored — if the victim is not breathing begin rescue
techniques immediately.

Circulation maintained — if no pulse is present get assistance from a
person certified in cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR) techniques.

REMEMBER: to be able to perform CPR affectively it is essential to be
properly trained.

3. Check for bleeding. Apply direct pressure and elevate injured limb.

4. Look for signs of shock and broken bones.

5. Check for emergency medical identification on a victim.

6. Get professional medical help quickly. Know emergency numbers
such as 03 or 112. Telephone appropriate authorities (rescue squad,
ambulance, police, poison control center or fire department) and describe
the problem. Be sure to give your name, location and the number of persons
involved.

7. Loosen any clothing that may restrict victim’s breathing or interfere
with circulation.

8. Never give an unconscious person anything by mouth.

9. DO NOT move an injured person unless situation is life-threatening.
Keep victim still, quiet and warm (except sunstroke). Victims with broken
bones should not be moved until a splint has been properly applied.

Texer 2. POLICE POWERS IN THE UNITED KINGDOM

The powers of a police officer
in England and Wales to stop and
search, arrest and place a person
under detention are contained in
the Police and Criminal Evidence
Act, adopted in 1984. The
legislation and the code of
practice set out the powers and
responsibilities of officers in the
investigation of offences, and the
rights of citizens.

A police officer has the power to stop and search people and vehicles if
there are reasonable grounds for suspecting that he or she will find stolen
goods, offensive weapons or implements that could be used for theft,
burglary or other offences. The officer must state and record the grounds for
taking this action and what, if anything, was found.

In England and Wales the police have wide powers to arrest people
suspected of having committed an offence with or without a warrant issued
by a court. For serious offences, known as “arrestable offences”, a suspect
can be arrested without a warrant. Arrestable offences are those for which
five or more years of imprisonment can be imposed. This category also
includes “serious arrestable offences” such as murder, rape and kidnapping.

An arrested person must be taken to a police station. At the station, he
or she will be seen by the custody officer who will consider the reasons
for the arrest and whether there are sufficient grounds for the person to be
detained. Suspects may be cautioned before the police can ask any questions

% about an offence. For arrestable offences, a suspect can

be detained in police custody without charge for up to 24
hours. Someone suspected of a serious arrestable offence
can be held for up to 96 hours, but not beyond 36 hours
unless a warrant is obtained from a magistrates’ court.

Once there is sufficient evidence, the police have to
decide whether a detained person should be charged with
an offence.

The traffic police are a police unit specialized in traffic law enforcement.
The function of traffic police includes two main duties: traffic control and
accident investigation. The traffic police officers direct the movement of
vehicles on a road, monitor traffic flow, direct traffic during rush hour, patrol
streets and motorways, and enforce traffic rules, such as speed regulation,
safe driving habits, license inspection and vehicle registration.

They can also handle accident investigation, vehicle theft and prevention.
Officers perform motor vehicle inspection and investigate traffic crashes.
While patrolling they detect and apprehend impaired drivers and make
search for missing and wanted persons, stolen cars. The traffic police officers
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stop road users who are breaking the laws. If a road user (driver, cyclist,
motorcyclist, or pedestrian) violates traffic rules the officer issues a traffic
citation (traffic ticket). Depending on the type of violation road users may
be warned, fined, disqualified from driving or imprisoned. Most common
violations are: failure to use seat belt, running a stop sign or red traffic light,
failure to stop for a pedestrian in a crosswalk, etc.

Drivers who violate the traffic laws can cause an accident. The top causes
of accidents are excessive speed, unsafe turns, driving under the influence
of alcohol or drugs (DUI), red light violations and stop sign violations. Car
accidents result in property damage or personal injuries and fatalities.

Definition and Nature of the Work

Police officers protect the lives and property of citizens. They maintain
order, catch lawbreakers, and work to prevent crimes. In small towns they
perform many duties. Police officers may patrol the streets on foot or in
squad cars; control traffic; or work as detectives investigating crimes. At the
police station, officers may be assigned to work in the crime laboratory or
the records department.

Police officers in large cities may work as patrol officers assigned to either
traffic control or crime prevention, as detectives who investigate crimes, or
as officers in the crime laboratory.

TEXT 2

Education and Training Requirements

Many police departments require that applicants be high school
graduates; an increasing number expect some college education. Applicants
usually must be at least twenty-one years of age and U.S. citizens. In many
communities, applicants must meet minimum requirements for height,
weight, eyesight, and hearing.

Applicants must pass written tests that measure their analytical skills.

After graduating they continue to train with experienced officers for
three to twelve months. Officers are usually encouraged to continue their
education by taking college courses in criminal justice.

TEXT 3

Getting the Job

Those who want to be police officers must first take the civil service
test. Many departments allow high school graduates and college students
studying criminal justice to start out as cadets or trainees while still in their
teens. If they meet all the requirements, cadets may be appointed to regular
police work when they turn twenty-one.
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TEXT 4

Advancement Possibilities

For promotion to higher rank, officers must take civil service tests. Good
work records and special honors help officers get ahead. Police officers
who have investigation abilities may advance to detective. Other positions
include sergeant, lieutenant, captain, and inspector.

TEXT 5

Working Conditions

Police work can be dangerous and stressful. Officers often deal with
violent criminals and may be injured or killed. They must make quick
decisions while on duty, yet be tactful and patient with people who are in
trouble or have been victims of terrible crimes and abuse.

Police protection is provided twenty-four hours a day, so officers may
work outdoors in all kinds of weather. Officers are on call at all times for
emergencies.
